Museum News - Did you know that in 1918 Hyrum's residents suffered through the Spanish Flu
pandemic PLUS grappled with the effects of our country’s engagement in World War |2 Local
newspapers reported on many deaths, both from illness as well as young soldiers away at war. People
were placed in quarantine, ordered to wear masks in public, school and religious services were
cancelled, and food such as sugar was rationed. With the schools closed and no internet or computers,
teachers at Lincoln School corresponded with their students to give them assignments and often
traveled to private homes to meet personally with students having difficulty. Today, with the help of
technology, Lincoln’s teachers, students, and parents have been able to navigate through the
pandemic and find ways to continue learning. We are thrilled to be exhibiting student artwork, which
students entered into Lincoln Elementary PTA's Reflections contest. Be sure to visit the museum before
the end of January to see it!
