Winter Parking Restrictions — Parking is not allowed on city streets or within ten feet of roadway pavement
in any municipal right-of-way between the hours of 12:00 midnight and 8:00 a.m. unless such vehicle is in a
driveway approach or otherwise parked behind the curb where curb exists. This law allows for snow removal and
is in effect between November 15t and April 1st, even when there is no snow.

speaking. Then they, and all Hyrum residents, observed Red Cross Sunday. On Christmas Day, children gathered
at Elite Hall where they decorated a Christmas free, received a package of candy and nuts and then danced
all affernoon. Christmas night, the city’s adults danced to music furnished by the Silver Players.” Isn't that a lovely
picture?
