Burn Permits - If you have clippings, bushes, plants and pruning’s from trees you would like
to burn, please remember you must first obtain a burn permit. Every day the clearing is
checked with the Utah Division of Air Quality to determine if burning will be allowed.

Permits may be issued between March 30th and May 30" and between September 15th and
October 30™.

If your fire extends beyond your control you should immediately call the fire
department at 211.

Pressurized Irrigation - The irrigation companies are busy cleaning the garbage and debris
out of the ditches to provide us with irrigation water as soon as possible.
