Rivers, streams, and hot springs meant life for the Northwestern Band of the Shoshone Nation. Then, in the early 1860s, Mormon
settlers constructed extensive irrigation systems and many of their first wells produced water at only 10—20 feet. Additionally,
Samuel Bradshaw established a small water driven molasses mill and William Nielsen and Ola Rose operated a sawmill on the
Little Bear River. There are so many amazing things to learn about water at the museum right now through *H20 Today”, a
traveling exhibit from the Smithsonian. It is an interesting, intriguing, interactive exhibit, but it's only in town for the next two
months so be sure to give yourself plenty of time to "dive” right in and “immerse” yourself in this fantastic exhibition. The
museum is open Tuesdays and Thursdays from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. and Wednesdays and the second Saturday of each
month from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. Please note the museum will only be open until 3:00 p.m. on December 215f, 28th, and 30,
and will be closed on December 23,
