NEW Winter Parking Restrictions - Parking is not allowed on city streets or within ten feet
of roadway pavement in any municipal right-of-way, unless such vehicle is in a driveway
approach or otherwise parked behind the curb where curb exists for a period longer than
fifteen minutes when loading or unloading or delivering property between the hours of 12:00
midnight to 8:00 a.m. and when a snowstorm is predicted no parking after 11:00 p.m. to 8:00

a.m. This law allows for snow removal and is in effect until April 15, even when there is no snow.
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Indoor Walking - The Elite Hall is open for free public walking every Monday—Friday from
7:00—10:00 a.m. All are welcome, but please supervise children and don’'t bring any food or
drinks other than water.

Museum News - Did you know that “Sema Hadithi” means “to tell the story” in Swahilie
Accordingly, the Sema Hadithi African American Heritage and Culture Foundation is Utah's
premiere black history organization, which is dedicated solely to the research, discovery,
preservation, and telling the story of Utah's black history, which starts prior to European
settlement and continues to present day. They accomplish this work through teams that focus
on a specific aspect of black life in Utah. The teams collect information that is already
available, such as archival, historical, and governmental records, plus seek out undiscovered
resources, then create a well-developed narrative to share with the community through
lectures, panel discussions, publications, and exhibits. Currently, their “Utah’s Black Veterans”
exhibit is open at the Hyrum Museum through March, which we will explore during our Back in
Time Children’s Activity “Off We Go!” on March 28th — 30t from 1:00—1:30 p.m. each day. We
will specifically learn more about a couple of Utah’s black female veterans who served in the
Air Force. All children are welcome to attend.

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All Utahns of African descent are invited to the museum to share their stories, along with any
photographs and/or documents they would like to bring.
